Ongoing Maintenance Opportunities

Weed & water plants at entrance.

Sweep the grass off the monuments and grave markers.
Pick up branches after a storm.

Water freshly planted graves.

Tree trimming low branches from the ground.

Other tasks as needed.

v' Plant new trees.
