Please fill out the 

form and submit it prior to planting any trees. When the form is received, our forestry department will stake the 

allowable locations of the trees. Please notify the forestry department after the trees have been planted.  

For new construction, a tree planting deposit was collected at the time your building permit was issued.  The forestry 

department will plant your trees in the spring or fall after your tree selection is approved.

1.All boulevard trees must be a minimum size of 1 ¼ inch diameter.   

2.Only trees listed on the permit can be planted in the right of way.  

3.Trees must be planted a minimum of 12 feet from a driveway or alleyway.  

4.Trees must be planted a minimum of 40 feet from an intersection.  

5.Trees must be planted at least 25 feet apart from other trees.                                                

6.All boulevard trees must be a single stem trunk.
